
MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING
BOARD OF MAYOR AND COMMISSIONERS

September 11,2012

The Board of Mayor and Commissioners held its regular meeting on Tuesday, September 11,2012 at
6:00 P.M. in the conference room at City Hall. Vice-Mayor Ed Reynolds called the meeting to order
and asked Reverend Ronnie Case to give the invocation. Upon a roll call, the following members were
present: Commissioner Ronnie Lancaster, Commissioner Gene King and Commissioner Debbie
Hughes.

Vice-Mayor Reynolds asked the Board to review the minutes of the August 14,2012 board meeting.
There being no revisions, a Motion to approve the minutes was made by Commissioner King, seconded
by Commissioner Lancaster. Voting aye were four, none opposed.

The Vice-Mayor asked if there were any comments from citizens. Johnny Johnson complained to the
board of people living in the Chester Powell Senior Apartments illegally, drugs being distributed and
illegal parking of multiple vehicles. Terry Case, South Pittsburg Housing Authority Director addressed
Mr. Johnson's complaints and asked the board and audience for suggestions to deal with the situation.

Vice-Mayor Reynolds asked for a moment of silence for Ms. Emma Hudson who recently passed away.

Commissioner Hughes asked the status of the new truck for the public works department and City
Administrator Thomas said he talked with the vendor today and the production was ahead of schedule,
so the truck should be here soon.

City Administrator Bently Thomas had the following comments:

The public works department and the utility department cleaned the 3rd Street drainage ditch
today and removed a large tree, a bicycle and various other materials to clear the water passage.

Vinson Lawn Service has cleaned several over-grown properties for the city and we will place
liens on the properties if the homeowner does not reimburse the city for cleanup.

The Shock Theatre movies were a great success last weekend with attendance for the 7:00 p.m.
Showing @ one hundred thirty (130) and the 10:00 p.m. showing @ forty (40).

After Mr. Thomas' discussion concerning the need for a part-time employee to coordinate volunteers to
staff the Princess Theatre, a Motion to hire a part-time employee for the theatre was made by
Commissioner Hughes, seconded by Vice-Mayor Reynolds. Voting aye were two, voting nay were two.
The Motion did not pass.

Jim Hunter, Trinity Communications addressed the board concerning the Wi-Fi service provided the
city. He said he would have an update in approximately six (6) months concerning service
enhancement.

A Motion to pass Ordinance # 734 (An Ordinance of the City of South Pittsburg to Amend the Zoning
Map for the City of South Pittsburg, Tennessee to Rezone Property at 315 Cedar Avenue (People's State
Bank of Commerce) from C-l commercial District to the C-3 Commercial District) on second (2nd

reading was made by Commissioner King, seconded Commissioner Lancaster. Voting aye were four,
none opposed.



A Motion to reappoint Barry Cole and Gary Reynolds and newly appoint Gary Pellam, Paul Robinson
and Thelma Martin to the South Pittsburg Elderly Housing Board was made by Commissioner
Lancaster, seconded by Commissioner King. Voting aye were four, none opposed.

A Motion to close the road between 4th and s" Street on Cedar Avenue on October 6,2012 for the City-
wide yard sale was made by Commissioner King, seconded by Commissioner Lancaster. Voting aye
were four, none opposed.

A Motion to pass Resolution # 923 (A Resolution Authorizing the City of South Pittsburg to Participate
in the TML Safety Risk Management Pool "Safety Partners" Loss Control Matching Grant Program)
and to authorize an additional expenditure of four hundred dollars ($400.00) in excess of the fifteen
hundred dollar ($1,500.00) match to purchase body cameras for the patrolmen was made by
Commissioner King, seconded by Commissioner Lancaster. Voting aye were four, none opposed.

There being no further business and upon Motion by Commissioner King, Mayor adjourned the
meeting.
